The Second World War wasn't a fight against fascism

in the sense that we all believe — it was a fight by
several governments to uphold their economic and
power—strutting interests. The people who died in that
war (and all the other wars which Rememberance Sunday
pays homage to — including the Falklands War) were not
victims of fascism inparticular, they were victims of
war, of the class war, of authoritarianism on both
sides. The Holocaust is now used as a propaganda tool
by democratic governments across the world to justify
their oppression and extermination of people now. The
whole treatment of war and of the memory of war is

a disgusting, obscene spectacle. Witnessing the
hordes of American and European tourists touting their
cameras round the Cenolaph on Sunday summed up the
pointless cansumerist blindness of it all. Such
blindess is behind the NF brainwashing techniques,

which is why they can justify laying a wreath alongside"_‘ i

Kinnock's. Personally I want nc part in such a
ceremony. I went to confront fascists.

So how to defeat this insular, frightening fascism
of the NF, BNP etc? The racism is so ingrained, so
deep, that I can't imagine a few kicks about the body
changing their minds a jot. The answer seems to lie in
successfﬁily propagandising againsf the fascists,
something the established AFA are brilliant at -
showing effectively that there is an opposition,
that it makes sound sense, and that it is prepared
to fight against racism. Demonstrating against the
might not make them change their minds, but it does
let cthers know that their is a large body of people
who stand against facsism. The radio reports of
Sunday's events were the first time the words "Anti
Fascist Action" have been used nationally on radio,
and in conjunction with the report of the National
Front laying a wreath it seemed an important step.
Without saying so, the report thus put into the
listeners's minds the idea that the National Front
were the fascists. And kicking fascists might not
drum brain-cells into their heads but it does let
them and others know that they can't carry on their
perverse bigcoted actions unchecked. That's what's
important., When a movement realises it has no solid
public sapport above a few thousand cranks, it tends
to become inneffective. The swing to the Right in
accepted politics has also taken much of the fascist's
support from them - why join the NF when the Tories
will do the job neater?

Which is why the NF are now embarking on a plan
for becoming a terrorist organisation. It is their
only option. To destabilise society in the hope that
society will then become ripe for fascist take-over.
Perhaps out tactics as anti-fascisis are driving them
